Participation Guidelines
Below are the guidelines for participation in Angelica Cantanti:

Guidelines for Participation in Angelica Cantanti

Because the success of a choir is dependent on the full participation of each member of the
choir, we expect singers (and their parents/guardians) to adhere to the following guidelines:

1. Singers are expected to attend all rehearsals and performances except in cases of iliness,
school conflicts, or family emergencies. Parents must notify the choir office of any
absences. Poor attendance may result in the child being asked to leave the choir.

2. Singers are expected to arrive on time and prepared to sing for all rehearsals and
performances. Singers who arrive late or leave early miss important rehearsal time and
disrupt the rehearsal for the other singers.

3. Parents must pick up their child promptly at the end of each rehearsal and performance.
4. Singers must exhibit appropriate behavior at all times.

5. Singers who decide to drop out of choir before the end of the season must inform the
director immediately and turn in their music. Tuition and fund-raising profits will be
forfeited.
